To speed up
your journey you may wish to use the
M54 at Cannock as it re-joins the A5 at
Telford. Carry along the A5 to
Shrewsbury and at the first roundabout

turn left staying on the A5 around the
Shrewsbury ring road. Go over the river
and at the next roundabout turn left
onto the B4380 going past Salop
Caravan Leisure Centre and follow the
signs for the Vineyard or Wroxeter
Roman City.
